WHAT IS THIS PRODUCT?

Type

The Shares are a class of shares in CaixaBank Wealth Hipatia Fund, a sub-fund of CaixaBank Wealth SICAV. The Fund is organised as a public limited company
(société anonyme) governed by the Luxembourg law of 10 August 1915 concerning commercial companies, as amended (the “1915 Law”) and is an
investment company with variable capital (société d'investissement a capital variable). The Fund qualifies as an undertaking for collective investment in
transferable securities (UCITS) within the meaning of the Luxembourg law of 17 December 2010 relating to undertakings for collective investment (the
“2010 Law”). The Fund has appointed CaixaBank Asset Management Luxembourg S.A. as its management company (the "Management Company"). The Sub-
Fund is a sub-fund of an investment fund, whose performance will depend on the performance of its portfolio as further described in the section
"Objectives" of this Key Information Document ("KID").

Term

The Fund, the Sub-Fund and the Shares were created for an unlimited duration. The Fund can be dissolved by a resolution of the general meeting of
shareholders as further outlined in the articles of incorporation of the Fund (the “Articles”). The PRIIP Manufacturer cannot terminate the Fund, Sub-Fund or

the Shares unilaterally.

Objectives

The investment objective of the Sub-Fund is to provide shareholders with
medium to long-term capital appreciation by investing in a dynamic and
diversified portfolio of assets. The investment objective of the Sub-Fund is
to provide shareholders with capital growth, by investing, directly or
through UCITS, most of its assets in eligible fixed income and equity
securities. The Sub-Fund will invest in equities markets worldwide.
Investments in equity markets include among others the United States,
Europe and emerging markets. The Sub-fund may be exposed up to 90% of
the Sub-Fund’s net assets in fixed incomes securities. Investments in fixed
income securities include government bonds, perpetual bonds, green
bonds, credit bonds, emerging market bonds, contingent convertible bonds
and covered bonds. The Sub-Funds exposure to perpetual bonds is limited
to 15% of its net assets, and to covered bonds and to contingent
convertible bonds is limited to 10% of its net assets for each. The Sub-Fund
may be exposed directly or indirectly via UCITS (including eligible Exchange-
Traded Funds “ETFs”) to equities. The minimum equity investment will be
10% and may reach up to 80% of net assets in aggregate. The Sub-Fund
may invest in or be exposed to sub-investment grade fixed income
securities (with a rating below BBB- (i.e. high yield bonds) or equivalent by
any major rating agency or deemed by CaixaBank Asset Management,
S.G.LILC., S.A. (the “Investment Manager”) to be of equal quality).
Investment in these securities will not exceed 20% of the Sub-Fund’s net
assets. In the context of a rating downgrade, a corporate action or other
conversions (including corporate restructuring events), this limit may be
exceeded on a temporary basis. In this case, the Investment Manager will
seek to reduce its exposure to those instruments as soon as practicable
whilst having regard to the best interest of the investor. The Sub-Fund may

be exposed up to 20% in aggregate of its net assets to emerging market
bonds and equities, including indirect exposure via target funds up to 5% of
its net assets to Mainland China. The Sub-Fund will not invest directly in
Mainland China. The Sub-Fund may be exposed up to 60% of its net assets
to assets denominated in a currency other than the Euro. The Sub-Fund
can seek an indirect exposure to commodities and real estate by investing
through UCITS (including eligible ETFs). The indirect exposure to them may
be up to 15% respectively. The Fund may be exposed to 5 % of its assets in
asset-backed securities and mortgage-backed securities. The Sub-Fund will
not enter into Securities Financing Transactions (“SFTs”). The Sub-Fund will
not enter into total return swaps (“TRS”). The Sub-Fund may also hold
ancillary liquid assets, such as cash in bank deposits at sight held in current
accounts with a bank accessible at any time, for up to 20% of its net assets
which may only go beyond the 20% limit in case of exceptionally
unfavorable market conditions as further described in the prospectus. The
Sub-Fund may use derivatives for the purpose of efficient portfolio
management, hedging and to implement investment strategies which aim
to achieve the Sub-Fund’s investment objective. The Sub-Fund will in
principle not make an extensive use of derivatives. The Sub-Fund may
invest in derivatives in the form of futures and options traded in official
markets including, but not limited to, EUREX, CMT, CBOT and MEFF. The
Sub-Fund will not use derivatives dealt in over-the counter (“OTC
derivatives”). The Shares are non-distributing: any income generated by
the Sub-Fund is reinvested to grow the value of the Shares. Investors may
redeem their Shares in the Sub-Fund on each business day in Luxembourg.
The Sub-Fund pursues an actively-managed investment strategy. The Sub-
Fund refers to the following benchmarks: ICE BofA 3-5 Year All Euro
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Government (33,60%) - ICE BofA 1-3 Year All Euro Government (13,20%) -
ICE BofA 3-5 Year Euro Corporate (13,20%) - MSCI USA Price Return USD
Index (16,00%) - MSCI Europe EUR (15,20%) - MSCI Emerging Markets USD
(6,40%) - MSCl Japan (2,40%) (the “Benchmark”). The investments
underlying the Sub-Fund do not take into account the European Union
(“EU”) criteria for environmentally sustainable economic activities®. The
depositary of the Fund is BNP Paribas, Luxembourg Branch. This KID is
available in English, Spanish and Portuguese.

The Fund is an umbrella fund offering
several sub-funds whose assets and liabilities are legally segregated
between each other.

The Shares are intended for retail investors who (i) have sufficient past experience and theoretical knowledge of this kind of investment allowing them to
assess the risk of investing in this kind of product, (ii) have a long-term investment horizon of 7 years and (iii) have sufficient resources to be able to bear the
loss of their entire capital when investing in the Shares. The need of the retail investor to be able to bear the loss of their entire investment is due to several
risks including market and credit risk, which can significantly impact your return on investment.

In the event of the insolvency of the
PRIIP Manufacturer, the Fund’s assets in the safekeeping of the Depositary will not be affected. However, in the event of the Depositary’s insolvency, or
someone acting on its behalf, the Fund may suffer a financial loss. However, this risk is mitigated to a certain extent by the fact the Depositary is required by
law and regulation to segregate its own assets from the assets of the Fund. The Depositary will also be liable to the Fund for any loss arising from, among
other things, its negligence, fraud or intentional failure properly to fulfil its obligations (subject to certain limitations as set out in the agreement with the
Depositary).

Recommended holding period: 7 years

The Sub-Fund is aimed at investors with a high risk tolerance who assume a perspective of capital appreciation in the medium/long term and, as such, are
willing to tie up their savings for a recommended holding period of 7 years.

You can redeem your investment at any time during this period, or hold the investment longer. Investors may redeem their shares of the Sub-Fund on any
business day in Luxembourg. Cashing in before the recommended holding period may increase the risk of lower investment returns.
